Admission of Advocates and Solicitors 
 
A total of 400 new advocates and solicitors were admitted to the rolls of the Supreme Court 
of Singapore compared to 290 new advocates and solicitors who were called during the last 
reporting period. For the Mass Call on 27 August 2011, 257 new advocates and solicitors 
were admitted. This is a slight increase from the 248 new advocates and solicitors admitted 
in the 29 May 2010 Mass Call. 
 
Part-Call Applications 
 
There were 21 applications for part-call for this reporting period. 
 
Section 78(1) Legal Profession Act – Applications for Employment of Support Staff 
 
To date, the Committee has considered 5 applications made by law practices for consent of 
the High Court to employ support staff in view of their bankruptcy or suspension from 
practice, as required under the provisions of section 78(1) of the Legal Profession Act. All 
the applications were granted by the High Court with conditions and/or undertakings 
imposed on the applicants.  
 
In addition to the above, the Committee has provided feedback to the Ministry of Law on the 
various changes to the Admissions regime which came into effect on 3 May 2011.

Mass Call 2011 
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Anti Money Laundering  
Young Chee Foong, Chairperson 
 
 
The Terms of Reference of the Committee are to advise and assist Council when dealing 
with external agencies on anti-money laundering (“AML”) and terrorist financing measures, in 
relation to lawyers in Singapore for the Financial Action Task Force (“FATF”). The 
Committee also provides guidance to members on the practice rules on AML and raises 
awareness and knowledge amongst lawyers of their AML obligations. The Committee further 
oversees the AML inspection process of law practices, and advises Council on the issues 
and queries arising from the inspections. 
 
For the period under review from 1 September 2010 to 31 August 2011, the Committee has 
been consulted by the Attorney-General’s Chambers on Council Practice Direction 1 of 2008 
and the Committee has had to provide a report for submission to FATF in relation to AML 
compliance among law firms. A module on AML was presented during the Legal Practice 
Management Course earlier this year.  
 
Additionally, the Committee conducted inspections on 3 law practices and a re-inspection of 
a previously inspected law practice. All 3 law practices have now adapted and implemented 
the Know Your Client (“KYC”) systems and the re-inspected firm has continued to maintain 
and improve its KYC systems. Five more new inspections will be conducted later this year 
along with re-inspections of previously inspected firms.

For the period September 2010 to August 2011, the Ethics Committee received and 
responded to 37 requests from practitioners and law practices for guidance on a wide range 
of professional ethics issues under the Legal Profession (Professional Conduct) Rules 
(”PCR”) and the Legal Profession (Publicity) Rules (”Publicity Rules”).  
 
The Committee is also actively involved in giving its input to Council on reforms of ethical 
rules and enactment of Council’s practice directions related to professional ethics. For 
example, the Committee provided substantial inputs on a proposed practice direction on 
service of court documents and other communications on the client of another advocate and 
solicitor. The Committee is also actively engaged with the Supreme Court and the Attorney-
General’s Chambers in reviewing the proposed reform of Rule 31 PCR, which prohibits an 
advocate and solicitor from acting against a former client. 
 
The Committee has also recently completed a project 
which was reported last year, namely a 
comprehensive and thorough review of the Law 
Society’s Practice Directions and Rulings 1989 
relating to ethics. This extensive project culminated in 
the publication of the Guide to Professional Conduct 
for Advocates and Solicitors (the “Guide”), in January 
2011. The Committee believes that the Guide will be 
of immense value to practitioners in the area of ethics 
and professional responsibility. 
 
The Committee has continued to publish articles on 
common ethical issues encountered by practitioners in 
the “Ethics in Practice” column in the Singapore Law 
Gazette for the benefit of members. For this reporting 
period, the following 3 articles have been published: 
 

1. Becoming an “Introducer” for an Insurance 
Company (September 2010);  

2. Ethical Considerations in Preparing and 
Witnessing the Execution of a Will (April 
2011); and  

3. Reducing the Risk of Conflict of Interest Arising from Consultation by a Prospective 
Client (May 2011).  

 
Through the above initiatives, the Committee hopes to increase the level of ethical 
awareness in the profession and to continue to be an avenue for all members to seek ethical 
guidance in the course of their work.

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Inquiries into Inadequate Professional Services 
 
 
This report covers complaints of inadequate professional services against lawyers that were 
referred to the Council of the Law Society (the “Council”) from 1 September 2010 to 31 
August 2011 under section 75B of the Legal Profession Act (the “Act”). For the relevant 
period, 72 complaints were received. Of the 72 complaints received, 18 complaints were 
adjourned pending the outcome of the complaint under section 85(1) of the Act. Six 
complaints are pending further information. The remaining complaints were referred to 
Council. 
 
Mediations Conducted from 1 September 2010 to 31 August 2011 
 
Where client complaints have been referred to Council and Council determines that the 
complaint be referred for investigation under the Legal Professional (Inadequate 
Professional Services Complaint Inquiry) Rules, the complainant may either request that the 
matter be referred to mediation or to an Investigative Tribunal for investigation. For the 
relevant period, 15 mediations were conducted. Nine mediations were successful while 6 
were unsuccessful. Where mediation is unsuccessful the complaints are automatically 
referred for investigations by an Investigative Tribunal.  
 
Investigative Tribunals Conducted from 1 September 2010 to 31 August 2011 
 
Thirteen complaints were investigated by an Investigative Tribunal. The outcome of the 
Investigative Tribunal reports which were accepted by Council was as follows: 
 

• 9 matters were dismissed; 
• 1 matter received a partial dismissal with the respondent required to issue a bill and 

provide receipts; 
• 1 matter was referred to mediation as parties requested to mediate the complaint 

mid-way through investigations. The Investigative Tribunal’s investigations would 
resume where mediation proves to be unsuccessful; 

• 1 matter had the respondent reduce fees chargeable; and 
• 1 matter had the respondent pay a penalty. 

 
Two Investigative Tribunals are currently on-going, while 7 matters are pending the 
appointment of Investigative Tribunals.

Review Committees Appointed from 1 September 2010 to 31 August 2011 
 
Ninety-two Review Committees were appointed for 111 cases referred. Some Review 
Committees dealt with 1 to 3 complaints, depending on the complexity of the complaints. 
The Review Committee either directs dismissal of a complaint with reasons or refers the 
same to the Chairman of the Inquiry Panel for further investigations.   
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The results are as follows: 
 

• 25 cases were dismissed and 1 case partially dismissed;   
• 66 cases and partially for 1 other case were recommended for investigation by an 

Inquiry Committee and 
• 20 complaints are still pending as at 31 August 2011.  

 
 
Inquiry Committees Appointed from 1 September 2010 to 31 August 2011 
 
To-date, 73 Inquiry Committees have been constituted to look into the complaints which 
have been referred by the Review Committees. Forty-eight Inquiry Committees have 
completed their investigations and the results are as follows: 
 

• 27 cases were dismissed; 
• 2 resulted in warnings being imposed; 
• 7 resulted in penalties being imposed;  
• 8 complaints were referred for a formal investigation by a Disciplinary Tribunal; 
• 4 cases were withdrawn by the Complainants; and 
• 20 cases are pending as at 31 August 2011. 

 
There were 5 complaints where the Inquiry Committees had recommended partial 
dismissals. As such, parts of these complaints were either referred to the Disciplinary 
Tribunal or penalties were imposed on the Respondents. 
 
Extensions of time were granted in several cases because of the unavailability of either the 
Complainant or the Respondent and the difficulty in fixing dates suitable to all parties. In 
some cases, extensions were granted due to the complexity of the cases. 
 
Finally, I would like to thank all members of the Inquiry Panel for their valuable time and hard 
work put into handling the cases assigned to them. It is the willingness of members to take 
on these duties that ensures the integrity of the practising profession and upholds its 
independence.
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Compensation Fund 
Abdul Rashid Bin Abdul Gani, Chairperson  
 
 
The Council administers the discretionary Compensation Fund (the “Fund”) that can make 
grants to reduce or mitigate loss suffered by any person in consequence of dishonesty of a 
lawyer in connection with his/her practice in Singapore or any trust in Singapore of which the 
lawyer is a trustee. Such grants may also be made to compensate for loss as a result of the 
dishonesty of an employee of a law practice in the course of his/her employment. The Fund 
is administered under the terms of section 75 of the Legal Profession Act and the Legal 
Profession (Compensation Fund) Rules. 
 
Every practising member of the Law Society contributes an annual sum of $100 per year to 
the Fund when he/she renews his/her full-time practising certificate. Those applying for 
Practising Certificates after 1 October contribute a sum of $50 to the Fund. 
 
For the period under review from 1 September 2010 to 31 August 2011, the Committee 
received 3 new applications that allegedly arose from the dishonesty of Zulkifli Bin Amin. 
 
The Committee also received 2 applications that allegedly arose from the dishonesty against 
2 other solicitors. The applications were rejected as they did not arise from dishonesty of the 
lawyers concerned.  
 
Four applications arising from the dishonesty of Zulkifli Bin Amin were rejected.  
 
Two applications arising from the dishonesty of Zulkifli Bin Amin were approved by the 
Council on the recommendation of the Committee. The total amount of the approved grants 
amounts to $193,784.03 
 
Three applications arising from the dishonesty of Zulkifli Bin Amin are pending information to 
be provided by the applicants.   
 
A total sum of $193,784.03 was approved as grants from the Fund for the period under 
review.

The Scheme policy has been subject to a 4-year self-rating mechanism since 2007. The 
fourth year of this arrangement was completed on 31 March 2011.  
 
In preparation for the renewal of the Scheme and as a matter of due diligence, the 
Committee commenced a rigorous tender exercise in July last year to re-evaluate and 
appoint an insurance broker to manage the Law Society’s Compulsory Professional 
Indemnity Scheme for the policy year commencing 1 April 2011. 
 
As part of the tender exercise, the Committee reviewed the proposals submitted and 
conducted interviews with 5 participating brokers. After extensive interviews and meetings, 2 
candidates were shortlisted by the Committee.  
 
The 2 candidates were requested to submit their proposals for a cost effective 3-year 
arrangement for the Scheme based on best possible terms. The Committee considered the 
final proposals put up by the 2 candidates, the various profiles of the candidates and 
conducted further interviews before it recommended that Lockton Companies (Singapore) 
Pte Ltd (“Lockton”) be appointed based on its excellent track record and proposals 
submitted.  
 
After careful analysis of the various proposals and the Committee’s recommendation, 
Council accepted the recommendation and appointed Lockton as the Scheme broker for a 3-
year term commencing 1 April 2011.  
 
As a result of the tender exercise, the Committee secured very favourable terms for renewal 
of the Scheme which resulted in a 17.5% discount in premiums for policy year 2011.  
In addition, the Insurers provided a Risk Management Fund of 2% over and above the 
existing Education Fund of 0.5%. The discount for PrimeLaw certified law practices was 
increased from 2% (subject to a cap of $1,000) to 3% with no cap. The insurers further 
agreed to pay, subject to various terms, a 25% profit share of the profit generated for each 
policy period.  
 
Through painstaking and tough bargaining, the Committee negotiated further coverage 
enhancements entitling members to coverage for claims arising from: 
 

- All pro bono services so long as approved by the Law Society;  
- Psychological/psychiatric injuries resulting from the performance of or failure to 

perform legal services;  
- Overseas subsidiaries; and  
- Secondments. 

 
In order for better distribution of the risk, the Scheme was placed with a pool of 4 
participating insurers (instead of 3 in the previous policy year) with share allocations as 
follows:  
 
1. First Capital – 50% (Lead insurer) 
2. Chartis – 28% (Co-insurer) 
3. India International – 12% (Co-insurer) 
4. Zurich – 10% (Co-insurer) 
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Premiums for year 2012 and 2013 will be based on the self rating formula applied with a cap 
on premium increase or reduction at 12.5%. This self rating formula is based on the loss 
experience of the Scheme and premiums collected thereby protecting the Scheme from 
premium increase due to external factors.

About Our Pro Bono Initiatives 
 
Our Vision and Mission 
 
An important part of the mission of the Law Society of Singapore is to serve the community 
by facilitating access to justice.   
 
The Law Society of Singapore actively promotes pro bono work to address the legal needs 
of those who cannot afford legal services. Over the years, it has initiated and implemented 
various pro bono schemes to offer legal assistance to the needy. 
 
Presently, our pro bono services include programmes raising public awareness of the law, 
providing general legal advice to individuals and voluntary welfare organisations and 
charities, providing legal assistance and representation to impecunious persons in non-
capital criminal proceedings, and schemes to encourage lawyers to pledge their support and 
commitment in undertaking the Society's pro bono initiatives. 
 
Our pro bono services and initiatives are supported by donations and funding from: 
 

(a) The Law Society of Singapore’s General Fund; 
 
(b) The Ministry of Law; 
 
(c) The Singapore Academy of Law; 
 
(d) The National Volunteer & Philanthropy Centre (“NVPC”); and  
 
(e) The Tote Board. 

 
The Law Society of Singapore Pro Bono, Learning and Support Services 
 
The Law Society of Singapore Pro Bono, Learning and Support Services (“PLSS”) is the Law 
Society’s charity which oversees the Law Society’s pro bono initiatives. PLSS is also an 
Institution of Public Character (“IPC”). 
 
The PLSS Management Committee currently comprises Mrs Arfat Selvam (Chairperson, wef 
1 January 2008), Mr George Lim, SC (wef 1 January 2008), Mr N Sreenivasan (wef 1 
January 2008), Ms Malathi Das (wef 1 January 2008), Mr Gary Pryke (Treasurer wef 1 April 
2008), Mr Christopher Koh (wef 5 January 2009), Mr Thio Shen Yi, SC (wef 22 January 
2009) and Mr Siraj Omar (wef 1 January 2011). The registered address for PLSS is 39 
South Bridge Road Singapore 058673 
 
On 25 March 2009 PLSS was granted a 4-year renewal of its IPC status (01/04/2009 to 
31/03/2013). For the calendar year of 2011, donations to PLSS will continue to qualify for 
250% tax deduction instead of the usual 200% tax deduction.  
 
Review of Activities of the Pro Bono Services Office 
 
The Pro Bono Services Office (“PBSO”) is the administrative arm of PLSS. 
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PBSO coordinates and administers all of the Law Society’s pro bono initiatives including the 
Criminal Legal Aid Scheme, the Community Legal Clinics, Project Law Help and Law 
Awareness.   
 
PBSO’s role is also to: 

 
(a) Increase awareness amongst the needy in the community about pro bono 

assistance schemes which would be of benefit to them. 
 
(b) Promote a vibrant and robust culture of volunteerism within the legal profession.    
 
(c) Increase volunteer opportunities for lawyers of all seniorities and specialisations. 
 
(d) Increase the number of pro bono programmes of benefit to the community at large. 
 
(e) Increase the co-operation between members and other volunteers such as foreign 

lawyers, in house counsel and law students in supporting our pro bono projects. 
 
Recruitment and Mobilization of Volunteers for Pro Bono Services 
 
PBSO seeks to recruit and mobilize volunteers for pro bono services through the 
development of mechanisms which facilitate: 
 

(a)  the effective presentation of a comprehensive pan agency range of pro bono 
volunteer opportunities catering to different interests, time commitments and 
legal/practice expertise (eg the Law Society Pro Bono Guide); and 

 
(b)  the effective transfer of skills, know-how and a healthy pro bono culture from senior 

volunteers to more junior volunteers. 
 
Serving as a Capability-builder, Support Centre and Resource for Volunteer Lawyers 
 
PBSO is seeking to serve as a knowledge aggregator for pro bono legal expertise by 
compiling information and know-how gleaned from the thousands of cases assisted each 
year and tapping on specialist knowledge from its pool of senior volunteers.  
 
PBSO is working towards the systematic capture of the expertise and knowledge of these 
practice specialists in the form of volunteer manuals (eg the Community Legal Clinic manual) 
and materials, FAQs, video recorded seminars/talks/workshops, legal precedents and a list 
of specialist mentors. 
  
PBSO is also planning a mentoring programme to encourage the transfer of knowledge, of 
know-how and a robust volunteer spirit from senior volunteers to new volunteers and the 
seeding of the next generation of pro bono leaders within the legal profession. 
 
Serving as a Bridge/Connector for Volunteers in the Pro Bono Services Landscape 
 
Currently there is no dedicated platform for pro bono volunteers to network with each other 
or to be matched with volunteer opportunities. PBSO is working on the creation of a website 
portal to match pro bono volunteers with long-term to one-off volunteer opportunities 
available through the Law Society or other pro bono service organisations. The website is 
being designed to facilitate volunteer networking, the transfer and dissemination of 
information and ideas among volunteers and the organic development of pro bono initiatives 
to meet needs/gaps in the legal assistance framework.  
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Funds from the National Volunteer and Philanthropy Centre’s New Initiative Grant is being 
used to develop the website which is scheduled for completion by the end of 2011. 
 
Serving as a Capability-builder, Support Centre and Resource for Law Practices 
Seeking to Develop Their Own Pro Bono Programmes  
 
A key to recruiting and mobilizing volunteer lawyers, especially young lawyers, is the level of 
support received by these lawyers from their practices. 
 
PBSO is developing a Pro Bono Guide for law practices on how to plan, develop and 
maintain a structured pro bono programme to: 
 

(a) enhance the support given by our Singapore practices to their lawyers who are 
volunteering or would like to volunteer for pro bono work; and 

 
(b)  encourage these practices to develop their own pro bono programmes. 

 
The guide has been completed in draft and informs law practices on how to plan, develop 
and maintain a structured pro bono programme. In particular, it contains detailed practical 
advice on how a practice can: 

 
(a)  support its lawyers engaged in pro bono work; and  
 
(b) initiate or enhance its own pro bono initiatives.  

 
Besides an overview of various models for law practice pro bono, the guide includes 
guidance on coordinating pro bono work, promoting a pro bono culture, counting and 
crediting time spent on pro bono and formulating a pro bono policy. Other resources in 
the guide cover: 

 
(a)  procedures and practice issues; 

 
(b)  precedents, samples and checklists; and 
 
c)  general support information (eg pro bono or social service agency referral 

schemes). 
 
The target date for the official launch of the Pro Bono Guide for practices is for the second 
half of 2011.  
 
New Programmes 
 
PBSO seeks to recruit and mobilize volunteers for pro bono services through the 
development of new pro bono programmes which add to the range of volunteer opportunities 
available to lawyers: 
 
Legal Clinic for Non-profit Organisations, Charities, Social Enterprises and Voluntary 
Welfare Organisations 
 
An area of need which has been identified in discussions with the National Council of Social 
Services (“NCSS”), various charities and voluntary welfare organisations is for legal clinics to 
dispense ad hoc basic legal guidance and advice to these non-profit organisations. 
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On 17 September 2010, the Law Society launched the Community Organisation Legal Clinic 
to provide non-profit organisations meeting community concerns or needs with pro bono 
general legal advice on operational issues.  
 
The Community Organisation Legal Clinic is held twice a month at PBSO, between 1pm-
2pm every 1st and 3rd Friday of the month (excluding public holidays and eve of public 
holidays). 
 
The Community Organisation Legal Clinic provides an additional platform for individual 
lawyers (especially corporate lawyers) to be involved in pro bono work and to assist the 
charity/non-profit sector. 
 
Family Court Help Centre Family Legal Clinics (“Family Clinics”) 
 
The PBSO entered into a new collaboration with the Family Court to support the Family 
Court Legal Clinics with effect from 5 July 2011.  
 
The Family Court Legal Clinics provide guidance on family law issues and are run weekly at 
the Family Court Help Centre. PBSO provides support by handling the legal clinic applicant 
registration process and by providing volunteer mobilization and support for the current pool 
of volunteer lawyers from the Law Society’s Law Awareness and Family Practice 
Committees and the Singapore Association of Women Lawyers.  
 
Subordinate Courts Accused in Person Help Centre Criminal Legal Clinics (“AIP 
Clinics”) 
 
PBSO assists the Subordinate Courts in the administration and operation of its AIP legal 
clinics.  
 
The AIP legal clinics commenced on 18 March 2010 and are held twice a month in the 
evenings at the Subordinate Courts Help Centre (first and third Thursdays of the month from 
7pm–9.30pm). 
 
The legal clinic procedures and administration (including the forms used) have been adapted 
from the system in use for the Community Legal Clinics. 
 
PBSO carries out: 
 

(a)  volunteer lawyer mobilization and coordination;  
 
(b)  applicant registration and scheduling (carried out in advance of the clinic session);  

and  
 
(c)  preparation of the case list synopsis sent to the volunteer lawyers a few days prior 

to the clinic session.  
 
Small Claims Tribunal Volunteer Referee Scheme 
 
PBSO supports the Subordinate Courts Small Claims Tribunal (“SCT”) Volunteer Referee 
Scheme which started operations in April 2010. 
 
Under this scheme, the SCT appoints, trains and gazettes volunteer lawyers as volunteer 
referees on an annual basis. 
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PBSO serves as the coordinating agency between the SCT and the volunteer referees. 
PBSO has developed a volunteer referee protocol with the SCT to administer this scheme.  
 
PBSO assists with the scheduling of volunteer referees for SCT duty and has established an 
online roster accessible by volunteer referees and the SCT for this purpose. 
 
Targeting Different Volunteer Profiles 
 
PBSO has targeted the following groups to recruit and mobilize volunteers for the provision 
and support of pro bono services: 
 

(a) Law students; 
 
(b) Lawyers with local practising certificates (young lawyers, practitioners in general, 

and managing partners); and 
 
(c) Lawyers without local practising certificates (such as international lawyers, in house 

counsel, retired lawyers, legally qualified persons not working in the legal industry). 
 
Law Students 
 
PBSO maintains strong ties with the NUS Pro Bono Group and the SMU Pro Bono Club. 
PBSO meets regularly with the executive committee members of both law student groups to 
inform them on future plans and programmes which may be of interest to their members as 
well as current pro bono volunteer opportunities.  
 
PBSO is also accredited with the SMU Office of Career Services so that time spent by SMU 
law students on PBSO volunteer attachment programmes counts towards their 80-hour CIP 
(Community Involvement Program) requirement.  
 
Young Lawyers 
 
PBSO is supporting the young lawyer Research Support Group Initiative  which was started 
by a few young lawyers in response to a challenge by a speaker at a pro bono awareness 
seminar (Mr. N. Sreenivasan) for young lawyers to assist practitioners with research support 
in pro bono cases raising complex or important issues of law. 
 
Practitioners in General 
 
The Pro Bono Guide has been developed and published as a handy resource for 
practitioners on pro bono opportunities. The website platform mentioned earlier in this report 
will also serve as a powerful mechanism to engage, enthuse and equip practitioners for pro 
bono work. 
 
Managing Partners 
 
PBSO continues to highlight to law practices the benefits of developing a strong culture and 
programme of pro bono involvement and support for the law practice and its lawyers. In 
conjunction with the development of a Guide for practices on developing a pro bono 
programme, PBSO has been liaising with Singapore Compact for corporate social 
responsibility on developing materials and guides to assist managing partners in growing a 
solid corporate social responsibility portfolio through pro bono work involvement. 
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Qualifying Foreign Law Practices (“QFLP”) 
 
PBSO has met with a number of QFLPs to discuss pro bono opportunities. 
 
The volunteer opportunities which have been highlighted include the following: 
 

(a)  Participation in the Project Law Help initiative as a volunteer law practice subject to 
any restrictions that a QFLP may be subject to;  

 
(b)  Providing content and/or editorial assistance for the Project Law Help online guide 

for management and board members of charities; 
 
(c)  Knowledge database contribution (eg providing or updating content for the 

Community Legal Clinic manual); 
 
(d)  Participation in the Research Support Group Initiative; 
 
(e)  Participation in the Joint International Pro Bono Committee; 
 
(f)  CLAS interviews; 
 
(g)  Contributing articles in the Singapore Law Gazette on pro bono work; and 
 
(h)  Speaking as panellist at pro bono awareness seminars.  
 

International Firms 
 
PBSO offers pro bono volunteer opportunities to international firms similar to those offered to 
QFLPs, with the exception of the Project Law Help initiative which requires the ability to 
practise Singapore corporate law.  
 
In-house Counsel, Retired Lawyers, Legally Qualified Persons 
 
In-house counsel, retired lawyers, legally qualified persons are also offered pro bono 
volunteer opportunities, similar to those highlighted to lawyers from international law firms. 
 
Management of Pro Bono Efforts of Volunteer Lawyers 
 
Systematic Capture of Volunteer Practitioner Data 
 
The Law Society has developed an electronic database of volunteer records of practitioners 
including the number of pro bono hours and type of pro bono work which practitioners may 
provide in their “Application for Approval to E-File Practising Certificate” forms. The database 
facilitates the recognition and appreciation of our pro bono volunteers. 
 
Annual Survey of Pro Bono Efforts of Volunteer Lawyers 
 
To survey the annual pro bono commitment of members, the Law Society has included a 
new non-mandatory section in the application form for approval to e-file practising certificate 
to request practitioners, when applying for practising certificates, to provide information on 
their pro bono involvement.   
 
The total number of pro bono hours declared for 2010 was 45,094 hours, an increase of 
more than 25% over the total number of pro bono hours declared in 2009 (35,634 hours). 
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Identifying New Areas of Need 
 
PBSO engages in regular dialogue with key stakeholders or organisations working among 
disadvantaged, vulnerable or low income groups, for example, the NCSS. The dialogues 
assist PBSO in identifying legal assistance gaps or plot legal aid trends which inform its 
coordination efforts. In particular, this information helps to:  
 

(a)  anticipate future legal assistance needs; 
 
(b)  strategize how best to meet those needs; 
 
(c)  highlight to potential volunteers or other pro bono agencies areas of need; and 
 
(d)  ensure that Law Society pro bono programmes remain relevant.  

 
The Pro Bono Guide 
 
A hard copy of the Pro Bono Guide was launched in 2010. The Pro Bono Guide aims to give 
lawyers in Singapore a comprehensive overview of pro bono volunteer opportunities with 
various organisations and agencies serving the community. For the purposes of compiling 
the guide, various organisations or agencies administering pro bono schemes were 
approached to contribute chapters or content to give background on their respective 
schemes and information on how to volunteer.  
 
Pro Bono Support Networking Sessions 
 
PBSO has initiated quarterly pro bono support networking sessions among directors/key 
members of organisations involved in/supporting pro bono work. 
 
The purpose of these networking sessions is to provide a platform for various organisations 
involved in or supporting pro bono work to network and strengthen inter agency 
relationships. In particular, the networking sessions serve to encourage: 
 

(a) the sharing of information on programs and new initiatives; 
 
(b) the identification of potential areas of collaboration; 
 
(c) the development of partnerships; 
 
(d) the sharing of resources; and 
 
(e)  the identification of gaps, new areas of activity and pro bono trends. 

 
The sessions are attended by representatives from a number of organisations including the 
Legal Aid Bureau, Singapore Council of Women Organizations (“SCWO”), Singapore 
Association of Women Lawyers (“SAWL”), AWARE, Catholic Lawyers Guild, Special Needs 
Trust Company, The Kind Exchange, NUS Law Faculty & Pro Bono Group, SMU Law 
School and Pro Bono Club. 
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Collaboration with Other Agencies 
 
Consumers Association of Singapore (“CASE”) 
 
PBSO has been coordinating with CASE to support CASE in its efforts to protect the rights of 
consumers in Singapore. In particular, PBSO is coordinating volunteer lawyers to assist with 
CASE consumer law awareness seminars, and CASE mediations. 
 
National Council of Social Services (“NCSS”) 
 
To assist social workers requiring guidance on legal issues that may arise in the course of 
their work, the Law Society is working with the NCSS to develop law awareness seminars 
targeted specifically at persons working in the social work area to equip them with relevant 
information on legal issues. For purposes of such seminars, NCSS is asking its member 
organisations to identify areas of concern relevant to their social work activities.  
 
National Crime Prevention Council (“NCPC”) 
 
The Law Society assisted the NCPC with its Cyber Safety Virtual Park Portal Initiative 
“Cyberonia” by sourcing and coordinating relevant practice specialists to assist with legal 
content input. The purpose of the portal is to educate primary school students on internet 
safety.  
 
It is a national level project involving a collaborative effort with other stakeholders such as 
the Ministry of Education; Ministry of Information, Communication and the Arts; Immigration 
& Checkpoints Authority of Singapore; Ministry of Community Development, Youth and 
Sports; and Intellectual Property Office of Singapore. 
 
The NCPC presented the Law Society with a token of appreciation for its support of 
“Cyberonia” at the official launch of the portal on 8 April 2011. 
 
Singapore Sports Council (“SSC”) 
 
PBSO is collaborating with the SSC on providing National Sports Associations (“NSAs”) with 
pro bono legal assistance.  
 
SSC has introduced a policy requiring NSAs to register as charities in order to qualify for 
SSC funding. Of the 63 NSAs, 44 have already done so. 
 
PBSO administers two pro bono schemes to assist charities, namely Project Law Help, and 
the Community Organisation Legal Clinics. NSAs with charitable status are therefore eligible 
to apply for assistance under these schemes. In addition, NSAs without charitable status 
seeking general advice/legal assistance for registration as charities are eligible to apply for 
assistance. 
 
SSC is working with PBSO on publicising the abovementioned schemes to NSAs. The 
anticipated increase in applications from the pool of NSAs for assistance under this scheme 
will provide more pro bono opportunities for volunteer lawyers, particularly those specialising 
in corporate work. 
 
PBSO collaboration with the SSC is also focusing on the following areas: 

 
(a)  Talks to NSAs on common legal issues faced by NSAs (SSC will assist in 

identifying legal areas of interest to the NSAs). 
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(b)  Assistance in the review/addition to the SSC database of model 
constitutions/standard templates. 

 
The Kind Exchange (“TKE”) 
 
PBSO has linked up with TKE, which is a portal dedicated to matching skilled professionals 
with the needs of the charity sector. The charities’ requests for legal help posted on TKE’s 
website are sent to PBSO for possible matching with volunteer lawyers or law practices. 
 
Social Enterprise Development Centre (“SEDC”) 
 
SEDC, which is the training and consultancy arm of the Social Enterprise Association, 
tasked to promote social entrepreneurship in Singapore is assisting to channel bona fide 
social enterprises to the Law Society for legal help under the Community Organisation Legal 
Clinics and Project Law Help programmes. 
 
Review of Activities for the Criminal Legal Aid Scheme, Project Law Help, Law 
Awareness and Scholarship initiatives

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Community Legal Clinics 
 
 
The Pro Bono Services Office administers the Law Society’s Community Legal Clinics (the “Clinics”) 
which run 4 nights a week, every week of the year from 2 alternate locations: the North West Community 
Development Council premises at Woodlands Civic Centre on Mondays and Wednesdays and the South 
East Community Development Council premises at Singapore Post Centre on Tuesdays and Thursdays. 
  
The Clinics dispense basic legal advice for personal matters as opposed to business/corporate matters. 
Other than applicants who apply directly to our Pro Bono Services Office, Clinic applicants also include 
referrals made by social workers, counsellors and other social service practitioners under a referral 
protocol developed by our Pro Bono Services Office and the National Council of Social Services 
(“NCSS”).  
 
The referral protocol was developed with the objective of meeting the needs of those who require legal 
assistance but cannot afford to do so. It sets out procedures and forms to be used to ensure accuracy 
and effectiveness in referring persons in need of legal assistance. The referral protocol and information of 
the Clinics has been disseminated to all Family Service Centres (“FSCs”) and NCSS registered Social 
Service Agencies. 
 
Public demand for the service remains high. From 1 October 2010 to 31 March 2011, 1,444 persons 
have registered for the clinics. Of these, 1,053 received legal advice from our volunteer lawyers. 
 
The average waiting time remains at 1 to 2 weeks, with peaks in demand met by scheduling more 
volunteer lawyers to handle increases in caseload per session. 
 
For the profile for clinic applicants, please see Appendix A. 
 
For the results of the clinic applicant satisfaction survey, please see Appendix B. 
 
More than 700 of our members have volunteered at the Clinics since their start on 10 September 2007. 
 
The success of the clinics has been made possible by the commitment of the legal profession to pledge a 
minimum of 25 hours of pro bono work per lawyer per year and the support of the Ministry of Law, the 
Singapore Academy of Law and the North West and South East Community Development Councils. 
Volunteer lawyers continue to range from first year corporate lawyers to Senior Counsel.

Criminal Legal Aid Scheme 
Gopinath Pillai, Chairperson 
 
 
Applications Received 
 
Between 1 September 2010 to 31 July 2011, a total of 902 applications for aid were received 
by the Criminal Legal Aid Scheme (“CLAS”).  
 
Aid was granted to a total of 223 applicants. 
 
Number of Volunteers 
 
The number of volunteer lawyers for CLAS stands at 306 as at 31 July 2011. Four volunteer 
psychiatrists from the Khoo Teck Puat Hospital recently volunteered their services for CLAS. 
The panel of volunteer psychiatrists and psychologists are now 10                                                                              
and 3 respectively.  
 
Student and Volunteer Attachments 
 
CLAS welcomed 10 NUS law students, 13 SMU law students, 11 overseas volunteers, 32 
“A” level volunteers and other volunteers. They were on a 2-week on-the-job training 
attachment programme from 1 September 2010 to 31 July 2011. 
 
CLAS continued to welcome Postgraduate Law Course students for their attachment 
programme as part of the new Singapore Institute of Legal Education’s on-the-job training 
programme. A sum of $200 was contributed to the CLAS fund of the Law Society by the 
Board of Legal Education in 2010 for each student sent for on-the-job training in 2010. One 
hundred and thirty six students are on attachment with CLAS over a 3-month period starting 
from 15 August 2011 till 4 November 2011.  
 
25th Anniversary of CLAS 
 
CLAS celebrated its 25th anniversary in conjunction with the Law Society’s Annual Dinner 
and Dance on 1 October 2010. Various categories of awards were given to CLAS volunteer 
lawyers who had completed cases since its last appreciation dinner in December 2007. 
 
Tour to Mortuary of the Health Sciences Authority 
 
A tour to the Mortuary of the Health Sciences Authority was organised on 7 October 2010. 
Fourteen lawyers and 2 staff attended the tour. 
 
Tour to ISD Heritage Centre 
 
A tour to the ISD Heritage Centre was organised on 29 October 2010. Eight CLAS volunteer 
lawyers and 2 staff attended the tour which gave an insight into the work of the ISD. 
 
Charity Golf  
 
The Law Society’s 13th Annual Charity Golf Tournament continued to be the main fund-
raising event for CLAS in 2010. The 13th Tournament held on 21 November 2010 saw a 
sum of $175,439 raised for CLAS. 
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The 14th Tournament will be held on 27 November 2011 at the Tanah Merah Country Club. 
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Law Awareness 
Patrick Tan, Chairperson 
 
 
The Law Awareness Committee (the “Committee”) seeks to reach out to the community, by 
demystifying the law and explaining the law in layman parlance, so that people can know, 
understand and use the law (at least basic law) in their daily lives. We do this through our 
biennial Law Awareness project/event, free public education talks, seminars, exhibitions and 
legal clinics, as well as information booklets on the law. 
 
This year is the Committee’s “Project” year. This biennial Law Awareness Project (“Project”) 
is one of the outreach initiatives undertaken by the Law Society to provide the general public 
with insights into and a greater awareness of topical legal issues. In fulfilling these 
objectives, the Project also serves as a visible representation of the tireless contributions 
made by lawyers to the community. 
 
1. Law Awareness Biennial Project 2011 – Law Cares 
 
Elderly and Caregiver – Our focus for the Project will be on the elderly and the caregiver in 
the eldercare industry. 
 
The Committee has decided on an outreach initiative to raise greater awareness amongst 
the elderly of end of life issues, e.g. financial planning and how one can go about managing 
and arranging their affairs. This is due to the increasingly greying population in Singapore.   
 
After consultation with various volunteer welfare organisations (“VWOs”) and the National 
Council for Social Services (“NCSS”), it was clear that the caregivers, in particular volunteers 
and social workers, who help the elderly, are faced with many issues day-to-day, and some 
of these are legal in nature. Hence, we decided to raise greater awareness amongst these 
caregivers since they will have a larger reach to the elderly in our society.  
 
How Are We Reaching Out? 
 

1.1 The project has 2 stages. On 1 October 2011, we will have a Launch at 
Singapore Management University Ngee Ann Kongsi auditorium. We will also be 
having 4 keynote speeches conducted by Dr David Dai, a geriatrician from Hong 
Kong; the Commissioner for the Maintenance of Parents, Mr Khoo Oon Soo; a 
legal practitioner, Dr G Raman; and Ms Christina Yeo from Office of Public 
Guardian. The 4 speakers are intended to touch on separate issues that span the 
socio to the legal. 

 
1.2 We are honoured that the Honourable the Chief Justice of Singapore, Chan Sek 

Keong, will grace our Launch. 
 
1.3 After the speeches, there will be 3 breakout sessions where greater interactivity 

is encouraged. These 3 breakout sessions will provide in-depth discussions on 
topics ranging from financial assistance to the elderly, legacy issues such as 
making a Will or a Lasting Power of Attorney to potential civil and criminal 
liabilities faced by the caregiver in the eldercare industry. Groups of caregivers 
will sit with a panel of professionals and have an open discussion on these topics, 
and any matter that the caregivers face in their work. 
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1.4 On 2 October 2011, members of the Law Society will visit 2 to 3 homes or 
centres to speak directly with the elderly and to provide legal clinics. 

 
2. Legal Clinics 
 
The Committee also undertook ad hoc clinics at the Family Court. In conjunction with the 
Family Court, we assisted in the free legal clinics at the Family Court on every first 
Wednesday of the month from 4.30pm to 6pm. 
  
3. Talks 
 
As of April 2011, the Committee has conducted the following talks: 
 

3.1 Talk held at CASE on 11 January 2011 on the topic of Defamation law. 
 
3.2 Talk held at Commonwealth Secondary School on 9 March 2011 on the topic of 

Criminal law. 
 
3.3 Talk held at CASE on 29 March 2011 on the topic of Contract and Commercial 

law. 
 
3.4 Talk held at CASE on 12 April 2011 on the Hire Purchase Act. 
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Project Law Help 
Cyril Chua, Chairperson 
 
 
The Project Law Help Committee’s mission is to provide pro bono non-litigation commercial 
legal advice to charities, non-profit organisations, social enterprises and voluntary welfare 
organisations. Examples of help given are how to register a charity, compliance 
requirements, reviewing employment and other types of contracts, and intellectual property 
issues.   
 
Volunteers and Organisations Helped 
 
We have assisted 6 organisations this year:  
 

• Social Enterprise Association Ltd 
• Aidha Limited 
• PERTAPIS 
• Caregivers' Alliance of Singapore 
• Waterways Watch Society  
• Bishan Home for the Intellectually Disabled 

 
In addition, a number of our previous matches between law practices and welfare 
organisations are still continuing a solicitor-client relationship. 
 
We currently have 24 law practices on our volunteer panel. 
 
Information Portal for Charities and Non-profit Organisations 
 
The Committee has completed work on its online information portal to provide legal 
information to organisations in the charity and non-profit sector. It is currently planning for its 
official launch. 
 
Support for New Community Organisation Legal Clinics 
 
The Community Organisation Legal Clinic has provided free half-hour consultation to 16 
non-profit organisations, social enterprises and start-ups since its inception in September 
2010. However, only one organisation, O' Joy Care Services, has gone on to receive help 
under Project Law Help.  
 
Talks 
 
The Committee fielded questions raised by CEOs/Executive Directors/Administrators of 
various nursing homes at the Dialogue Session with Nursing Homes organised by The 
Agency for Integrated Care in March 2011. Issues raised included default on payments by 
patients, claiming from insurance policies like IDAPE and Eldershield. 
 
The Committee also accepted an invitation to give a talk at Social Enterprise Association’s 
Teh Halia Session, a networking session for its members, in September 2011.
